(Page 145) Speech given as president of the NH provincial convention June 2, 1775
“Duty to God, to ourselves, to posterity, enforced by cries of slaughtered innocents, have urged us to take up arms in our defense……We would, therefore, recommend to the colony at large, to cultivate that Christian union, harmony, and tender affection, which is the only foundation upon which our invaluable privileges can rest with any security, or our public measures be pursued with the least prospect of success.”
(Page 146) (continuation of speech)
In a word, we seriously and earnestly recommend the practice of that pure and undefiled religion which embalmed the memory of our pious ancestors, as that alone upon which we can build a solid hope and confidence in the Divine protection and favor, without whose blessing all the measures of safety we have or can propose will end in our shame and disappointment.
